Show, the Ghost of Faffner Hall episode “Reacting to Sounds” and Sesame Street episodes 2040 and 2071 (with Oscar the Grouch).
When Gonzo plays a few notes of “Great Day” on the trumpet to finish out “The Muppet Show Theme” in episode 510, he quips,
‘Eat you heart out, Gillespie.” While debating who should be included in an extension of a Bible quote in John Denver & the Mup-
pets: A Christmas Together, Floyd Pepper, bass player for the Electric Mayhem band, suggests it be phrased, “peace on Earth,

goodwill toward men and women and chickens and bears and Dizzy Gillespie.” Gillespie was inducted into the Big Band and Jazz
Hall of Fame in 1982.
